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The media told us suddenly and noisily the news that this year’s job hunting should be the decisive
battle to be fought within a short period among companies and students, while I am lost in thought with
the news; “The examination season in the field of elementary school, junior high school, or senior high
school has finished, and the competitive examination in the university field has passed its peak. ”

This year also as before, students on their final stages of graduation who put on their unusual formal
suits, so called “recruit-suits (transformation suits) ” in the Japanese language, are visiting various
company-information-sessions for recruitment day by day, ignoring their school works.

Whenever I find really their “transformation style” above-mentioned in buses or trains, also watching
every day news about “recruit-suits” on TV, the empty and sly scenes as a matter of form developing
between “employer and employee” causes my wry smile.

Nowaday, most of universities has changed their positions from the study site for cultivating human
resources to the expecting workers’ recruit-center.

Students who make careful preparations begin their job hunting from their third grade, then as a
matter of course, they pay no attention to their school works and thesis.

In this connection, as we recently listen to students’ conversation or overhear their chattering in the train,
there are no topics of their wishes or wills about what they want to do in their future, although they are all
over twenty years old. And their topic themes are concentrated on what kinds of famous companies
which they could enter, because they have challenged entrance examinations of brand kindergartens,
elementary schools, junior or senior high schools, and universities. They have no ideas of their expecting
fields of “The great place to work” for their own lives for contributing to society.

My student days should be said as the beginning time of radical student activities, but each of us had
each “individual wish or hope” for the future. In other words, most of students entered into the
university of his or her choice in order to realize his or her dream for the future, while nowadays, his or her
school choice is only the brand of university with no wish or hope to learn “WHAT” . As a matter of
course, over the ages, there are stupid students who are not interested in their school works. However,
the over whelming number of students in my school days studied eagerly his or her own problems.

But I should say that my case is exceptional one, because I belonged to the department of literature with
no direct connection with employment opportunities, then everyone had various dreams and discussed
about many problems with one another everyday, spending his or her unique student life, which is my
happy memories still now.

Without any hope to do in future, they entered into their expected brand universities or companies,
wishing they could be given opportunities to find what to do as their missions in business operations,
which is so-called “indecisive dependence on other peoples help. ” We are anxious about the Japanese
near future very much.

I think that we must require the growth of students as full - fledged members of society, while our
educational trial to find opportunities to develop their talents should be really important. The recent
education in Japanese society is reformed on the basis of overheated transient examination around
overprotected children without focusing on the idea of what school education ought to be. It is, therefore, as
a matter of course that we could not expect students’ self-reliance in Japan.

Moreover, learning at various vocational schools is very popular among Japanese students using their
spare time, which should be, they believe, very useful for finding their works. I think that these kinds of
their approach to find jobs seems to promote their misunderstandings ; university is a playground, while a
special school is just the  place to learn something for finding his or her job opportunity.

So, their fruitful results to have found jobs at famous companies depend on the huge sum of their
parents’ money, then it is a matter of course there are a great number of young adults who cannot support
themselves after starting their works at various companies.

As a result, to change young persons’ misunderstanding “One’s live is One’s success in examinations,

” we have to change the consciousness of Japanese people and parents through their home lives, which
must be really very difficult problem to tackle with.
